	Project Experience

	Data Center Consolidation and Application Migration

The IT department of one of the World’s leading Publishers partnered with EMC to migrate their Florida-based data center to Massachusetts. This migration included virtualizing applications to blade servers using Microsoft Virtualization Server 2007 and Hyper-V.  As well as leveraging Microsoft Virtual Machine Manager 2008 to management the virtual servers and integration with SCOM 2007.  This project also included the creation of a small Microsoft Project Server 2007 farm and the migration of over thirty applications.  The client was able to dramatically reduce their energy and server footprint which result in a tremendous amount of saving on space, energy, and hardware.
Security Assessment and Training Class
The IT department of a very prominent ivy-league university partnered with EMC and RSA to conduct a security assessment of their network infrastructure. EMC and RSA provided this client with assistance in remediation of current configurations as well as providing the client with a security evaluation of their current server builds.  EMC all conducted training classes on how to remediate a desktop with security vulnerabilities. This involved creating a VMware image that had multiply security vulnerabilities that was distributed to students to remediate while the instructor explained the process and methodologies used evaluated and assess the systems security.  This process included using such tools as antivirus, Helix, process explorer, and portqueryui. 
Group policy for PCI Compliant Environment

The leading retailer of office supplies partnered with EMC to create an Active Directory Environment for computers in their retail stores. EMC setup the Active Directory infrastructure, and managed delegation through Quest Active Roles and native Active Directory Tools. Extensive GPO work was the cornerstone to this environment.  This project included porting of local machine policies to Active Directory Group Policy Objects, modifying existing settings and creating custom ADM template files to manage client machine to ensure PCI compliance for retail store computers. 

Active Directory and Exchange Upgrade

For a global software company, EMC worked with the Messaging and Collaboration Team to plan the implementation of Active Directory and Exchange 2003. EMC worked with the client‘s implementation team to install and configure domain controllers for the environment as well as setup the migration from Exchange 5.5 to Exchange 2003.  After the implementation was complete, EMC provided ongoing support as an instructor to desktop support and the helpdesk, teaching them the client how to manage and maintain the Active Directory/ Exchange 2003 Environment.  
Schema Extension for Identity Management
The IT department of a Cambridge, MA-based university partnered with EMC to extend their Active Directory Schema to utilize University-proprietary attributes and classes. EMC also served as the point of contact for the university’s implementation of Quest Active Roles. EMC provided the client with custom documentation for their implementations of Quest Active Roles, Password Reset Manager, and Active Directory Object Recovery. As well as provided custom SDDL Strings for event log security, and implemented secure LDAP. 

Domain Consolidation
The leading retailer of office supplies partnered with EMC to consolidate eleven NT 4.0 domains into two Active Directory Domains using the Quest Domain Migration Wizard to migrate both user and computer accounts.  EMC also set up, configured, and provided documentation for the Quest Object Recovery Manager and Active Roles as well as performed several highly visible migrations of revenue-generating applications into the new environment. This enabled the client to now have centralized control over its existing networking.  
Exchange Environment Analysis

A healthcare company partnered with EMC to perform exchange environment analysis and administration, this also included resolving mail-flow issue between exchange 5.5 and 2003.  EMC collected critical server-health information, and worked with the client’s exchange team to prepare the project plan for remediation.
